Notes:

Dispense two aliquots of Tristel Duo onto a dry wipe (Duo Wipes are Use the wipe to spread the foam over the surface of the lens and ensure all areas
recommended) or directly onto the prism. are covered. Continuous wiping of the surface is not necessary and should be

avoided to prevent shedding of the wipe.

Note: Discard the used wipe in accordance with local regulations. Do not macerate. Do not re-use.
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Leave the surface to dry to ensure a minimum contact time of two minutes. Rinse the lens with water of appropriate quality.

Note: Store the medical device in accordance with hospital protocols to prevent damage or recontamination.
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
